The meeting of the Capital Development, Leasing & Customer Fees Committee of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 2nd  Floor Conference Room, Tuesday, September 11, 2007.  Chairman Gorski called the meeting to order at approximately 2:07 p.m. and there was a quorum present.

OLD BUSINESS

Planning Update  

Executive Director Bird reported the following: 

The Airport Master Plan Agreement is moving forward for funding and execution by the State Division of Aeronautics after a long period of work and negotiation; a Participation Agreement will potentially be presented to the Committee for review and Board action by the next meetings.  This project is very important to the Airport, will provide a great management tool for the Staff and the Board, and will form the basis for the future Capital Development Program.  The Capital Development Committee will receive periodic progress reports from the consultant.

The Flight Center Deck Repair Project is ongoing; no other major projects in progress on the airfield at this time.

NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Resolution 2007-1327; Authorizing an Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. to Provide Easement Acquisition Services for the DuPage Airport Authority.
Byron Miller advised that this Agreement will allow for researching of property owners and legal descriptions, to obtain value assessments for each parcel, prepare obstruction removal estimates and preparation of easement acquisitions.  He continued this would allow the Airport Authority to take advantage of federal funding assistance that typically becomes available at the end of each year.  Mr. Miller explained that the Airport Authority will pay for the initial planning process at a not-to-exceed cost of $53,000 and will receive reimbursement for the Authority’s share of the project when completed.  The Airport does not own or control all of the land under the runway approaches and currently 12 parcels have obstructions that need mitigation.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis recommending Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2007-1327; Authorizing and Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. to Provide Easement Acquisition Services for the DuPage Airport Authority.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (3-0).

LEASING AND CUSTOMER FEES
NEW BUSINESS
Proposed Resolution 2007-1326; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease Agreement with Roberts Aircraft Sales Inc.

Mark Doles discussed this Office Lease Agreement.  He advised that Roberts Aircraft Sales Inc. is a subdivision of Mukenschnabl, Inc., a tenant is good standing for over 20 years, and is requesting individual office space for Roberts Aircraft Sales Inc. within the same building they currently occupy.  Mr. Doles continued to discuss the terms of this office lease agreement for 159 square feet of vacant space on the first floor of the Government Center Building. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett recommending Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2007-1326; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease Agreement with Roberts Aircraft Sales Inc.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2007-1324; Authorizing the Execution of a Sublease Agreement with AGS Partners and DuPage Aerospace. 

Attorney Bruce Garner advised that the Board is being asked to consent to a sublease agreement with AGS Partners and DuPage Aerospace Corporation, who is in the process of purchasing Scott Aviation.  Attorney Garner discussed the terms of this agreement. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis recommending Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2007-1324; Resolution Consenting to Sublease of AGS Partners Land Lease Agreement and Industrial Building Lease.    The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2007-1325; Authorizing the Execution of a SASO Agreement with DuPage Aerospace.

Mark Doles discussed the SASO Agreement for DuPage Aerospace explaining that with Board approval of the Consent to Sublease for DuPage Aerospace, it is necessary that a SASO Agreement be approved for operating the business.  He advised that DuPage Aerospace will continue to perform the same operations as Scott Aviation and the standard SASO Agreement format will be used with the appropriate business terms inserted.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis recommending Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2007-1325; Authorization to Execution of a SASO Agreement with DuPage Aerospace.    The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).
There was no Executive Session held at this meeting.

OTHER BUSINESS

Commissioner Gorski asked Committee Members if it would be agreeable to routinely hold the Capital Development Committee Meetings each month just prior to the Regular Board Meeting.  All were in agreement. 

Commissioner Davis made a MOTION to adjourn the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was unanimously passed by voice vote.   The meeting was adjourned at 2:47 p.m.
